RULES

1. You must have a working livewell in your boat.

2. A boat check will be done before you blast off and each time you weigh in a fish.

3. Only one fish allowed in the livewell at any time.  If you have more than one fish in your livewell you will be disqualified.

4. Each team may weigh in only one fish per hour.

5. No live bait may be used.

6. Fish must be alive when weighed in.

7. You may ask for your fish to be reweighed but the 2nd weight will be used even if it is less than the first. 

8. If you cross the markers in the water you must weigh in.

9. The judge’s decision is final.

10. You must stay at least 100 feet from any other tournament boat.

11.  Life jackets must be worn whenever the boat is running with the big motor. 

12. Large or small mouth bass may be weighed in.  No other species may be in your livewell.

13. Fish may be weighed in at any time during the hour. First weigh in will end at 9:00 a.m., second at 10:00 a.m. etc up until 4:00 p.m.

14. Blast off will be in order of registration.

15. Team catching big fish each hour will receive $500 if 50 teams participate.  Prizes will be adjusted accordingly if there are more or less teams.  Team catching second big fish every hour will receive $100 if 50 teams participate.

16. There will also be a Big Fish of the Day pool.  Cost will be $20.00.  The winner will receive an additional $1000 (based on a full field of 50 teams with all teams participating in the pool)
